1.01 SUMMARY

A. This Section includes gas-fired unit heaters.  This Section is only applicable when the HVAC System is to be fuel fired.  See Mechanical Sheets for verification.
1.02 SUBMITTALS

A. Completed “Conformance Submittal” included with this Section.

B. Operation and maintenance data.

C. Warranty Certificate:  Special Warranties specified in this Section.

1.03 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Electrical Components, Devices, and Accessories:  Listed and labeled as defined in NFPA 70, Article 100, by a testing agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction, and marked for intended use.

1.04 WARRANTY

A. Special Warranty:  Manufacturer's standard form in which manufacturer agrees to repair or replace heat exchanger of fuel-fired unit heater that fail in materials and workmanship within five years from date of Substantial Completion.

3.01 INSTALLATION

A. Install unit heaters level and plumb.

B. Install and connect gas-fired unit heaters and associated fuel and vent features and systems according to NFPA 54, applicable local codes and regulations, and manufacturer's written installation instructions.

A. Install piping adjacent to machine to allow service and maintenance.

D. Electrical:  Comply with applicable requirements in Division 16 Sections.

3.03 FIELD QUALITY CONTROL

A. Test and adjust controls and safeties.  Replace damaged and malfunctioning controls and equipment.

3.04 ADJUSTING

A. Adjust initial temperature and humidity set points.

B. Adjust burner and other unit components for optimum heating performance and efficiency.
